Please read these notes carefully and run through a trial conversion internally before attempting to run this conversion at a client

9.0 TO 10  CONVERSION  NOTES
PRE CONVERSION CHECKLIST

· Confirm that the client is running ACU 5.0 or higher.

· Ascertain whether client uses any flatfile imports into Titan from external systems, or whether they export data from Titan to external systems.  If they use either facility, ensure that they are given the new flat file layouts for the relevant programs.

· Confirm that the client machine is compatible with the media you intend to use to load the programs.

· Ensure that client understands disk space requirements.

· Familiarise yourself with the Titan enhancements/changes that will affect the client.

· Once a conversion date has been agreed with the client, ensure that the client makes a complete backup of the pre converted data, the installed programs and the bin directory, in case you need to revert back to the previous installed version.

· Find out whether the client would like to purchase a Version 10 CD of the manuals.

· Ensure that client understands they need to be at a completed month end.

· Client must print and retain all 00 screens and SU35 layouts for checking after the conversion as well as make a note of all SU39 jobs as these might need to be recaptured after the conversion.

· Client must make a note or screen dump all alternate sequence setups as these might need to be re-created after the conversion.

· Client must print all Report Writer setups, files used, etc using RW70 reports RWMAST and RWDICT making a special note of temporary index files as all RW reports will need to be checked after the conversion.

· Check which version of RW50 the client uses.  (i.e. RW50.mid, big, etc)

Make a note of both SU01 Terminal Capabilities screen setups.

WHAT TO TAKE TO THE CLIENT

· Version 10  -  FORMDEF and LOADSYS

· Version 10  -  RWDICT which must be renamed to RWDICTB

· Version 10  -  HELP files (unless there is a space limitation on the client machine)

· Version 10  -  All installed module programs as well as SU, CU, CV, DU, UT and XR

· Authorisation codes relevant to the client.

· A copy of Version 10 release notes to give to the client.

· Version 10 manuals CD if the client has placed an order for it.

· Version 10 flat file layouts for import/export facilities to and from Titan

RELEASE  9.0  TO 10  CONVERSION  CHECKLIST

The conversion routines are fully explained on the following pages.  Please read these notes carefully before loading any new software.

It is imperative that the current installed software is 9.0.

Once you are satisfied that all system checks have been completed and all reports have been printed, continue as follows :

1. Backup all program and data files

2. Print all 00 reports for all installed systems.

3. Print all SU35 form setups

4. Check disk space available.  If disk space is a potential problem, run the conversion in stages.

5. Check that client has printed all Report Writer report layouts as these need to be amended after the conversion.  Ensure that all temporary index files are included in the above reports.

6. Load 10 programs, as well as the new FORMDEF, LOADSYS and RWDICTB.  If disk space allows, load 10 programs into new progs directory.  Remember to load the correct version of RW50.

7. Login to Titan and run SU30, Option 7 with “Y” to overwrite user terminology.

8. Run CV0010 from menu for installed modules using checklist attached for renaming of converted files.  Be aware at all times of possible space limitations and where necessary, run the conversion in stages.

OTHER  REQUIREMENTS
Before running any programs in titan, ensure that all converted files have been renamed and that old data files have been deleted.

· run SU00 for all installed modules including system utilities

· print all ‘00’ reports for installed modules and cross check against those produced before the conversion

· load RWDICTB via RW29 to update existing RW dictionary with new files and fields.

· reprint all report writer reports and edit reports where necessary.

· check all SU35 form prints and cross check against those produced before the conversion.

· if WP has been converted, run wp35 to streamline payslip soft forms after checking the following:  

ensure that the birthday message titles number is correct if using this facility.

if using 2 forms, ensure that all the titles are captured on the first form only.

· recapture SU39 jobs.

· re-enter through all 00 screens ensuring that all options have been entered correctly.

· test the system by checking input programs.

· test flat file downloads from titan and where possible, test flat file imports into titan

· check printer setups and ensure that vital reports (e.g. remittance advice) print correctly. 

· check terminal setups ensuring that second screen of terminal capabilities has all the correct codes installed.

· demonstrate new features to the client.
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
